Welcome back to all the mem-
bers who have been gone for

the summer.

The courses are beginning to
show how busy we have been
in the last month. With being so
busy comes ball marks on the

greens.

To help keep the greens
smooth you may have noticed
that we top-dressed the greens
with sand. This helps speed up
the recovery of the ball marks,
but nothing works faster than
fixing the ball mark when you
arrive on the green after your

approach.

The USGA has a study that

shows a repaired ball mark

fixed immediately takes three
days to heal, one not fixed
takes three weeks or longer. It
is very important to fix yours

and others if you spot more.

The other wear and tear we are
experiencing is from the golf
carts. Try to get back to the cart
path as soon as possible, and
when you are not on the path
please drive in the fairways.
Follow all directional signs and
do not drive through the green
stakes. Thank you for helping

take care of your course.
