Turf Talk with Tom  
Dear Members, 

  The last aerification with the 5/8 tines 
has been completed for the summer. We 
have one more aerification for September 
and the tines will be smaller ( 1/4 inch) 
and that will be our last aerification. I 
would like to thank the members who 
played on the greens all summer for your 
understanding. The sod on the tees on # 3 
Oaks and # 4 Oaks tees is filling in nicely. 
The opening for the tees is scheduled for 
the end of September. This date could 
change to being open sooner or perhaps 
later, it all depends on the weather and if 
the seems on the sod are bridged             
together smooth enough. 

  We have sodded the face of the bunkers 
on # 1 Marsh, # 4 Marsh and # 7 Marsh. 
This was a recommendation of the           
architect. We have some bunkers on the 
Creek that also need to be sodded ( # 8 
Creek left of green) and sand removed 
and replaced with new sand ( # 7 Creek). 
We also stripped the sod on the white tee 
on # 1 Marsh, removed the hard                
compacted soil ( 5 inches) and added 
some drains and added sand, Then laid 

the sod back down. This tee will remain 
closed until the sod takes hold. We will 
move the white tees to the gold and red 
forward  tee. For those who think it might 
be to short of a par 5, I suggest you move 
back to the blue tee. 

 I like to thank Mr. Buchen (the consult-
ant) for taking time out of his busy sched-
ule and writting last month newsletter for 
Heron Creek.

If your opponents 
win the point with a great crosscourt angled 
shot fine!!....and by the way, if they do that 
a lot you probably should not be playing 
against them in the first place!!
